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Balham Football Club was formed in 
2011 in order to provide player 
progression into open age football 
for the hugely talented, high 
achieving age group teams of 

Balham Blazers FC, which was founded by Greg 
Cruttwell in 2001. 

Having won back-to-back promotions in 2011/12 
and 2012/13 Balham did the league and cup 
double in the Surrey South Eastern Combination in 
2013/14. 

In 2014/15 Balham finished in a promotion 
position again, in the Surrey Elite Intermediate 
Football League, however promotion was denied 
due to Combined Counties League facility 
requirements not being met.

Having moved to ground share with Cobham FC, 
in order to meet the facility requirements, Balham 
finished as runners up in the SEIFL in 2015/16 and 
as a result were promoted to Division One of the 
Combined Counties League for the 2016/17 
season.

The club had an exceptional first league campaign 
at Step 6, finishing in a promotion position for the 
sixth consecutive season and winning the London 
Senior Trophy.

In 2017/18 the club had an equally exceptional 
season, finishing 5th at Step 5 in the Premier 
Division of the CCL and winning the London 

Senior Cup.

2021/22 will be the club’s fifth season at this level 
after flirting with relegation in 2018/19 and then 
having null and void seasons in 2019/20 and 
2020/21 due to COVID-19.

Having begun on Wimbledon Extension, before 
moving to Cobham and then to the Wibbandune 
Stadium, where the club ground shared with 
Colliers Wood Utd, Balham were on the move 
again in 2020, this time to the Mayfield Stadium, 
where the club has embarked on a two-year 
ground share agreement with AFC Croydon 
Athletic. Moving location meant having to move 
sideways in the Football League Pyramid, from the 
Premier Division of the CCL into the Premier 
Division of the SCEFL (South East Counties 
Football League)

After one single season in the SCEFL however, 
which was curtailed due to COVID-19, the FA 
brought Balham back to the Combined Counties 
League for the 2021/22 season, at the same level, 
in a newly formed Premier League South.

The 21/22 season we were back in the Combined 
Counties League Premier South – and great to 
play against some of the teams we have faced 
many times before as well as some new ones. 
Despite it being our second highest finish in the 
division, we couldn’t find consistency, there was a 
notable effort in the Surrey FA Senior Cup where

In 2013–14, the Spelly won the Middlesex FA 

Intermediate Cup, beating Middlesex County 

Premier side Cricklewood Wanderers 3–0 in the 

Final. On 16 April 2014, Spelthorne Sports were 

crowned Combined Counties Division One 

Champions with a 2–1 win away to Epsom 

Athletic. They lifted the trophy 3 days later 

following an emphatic 7–0 win at home to local 

rivals Staines Lammas. The Spelly also won the 

RPM Records Division One Challenge Cup 

against Staines Lammas at Windsor FC on 5 May 

2014. A single second half Lee Staples goal was 

enough to make sure The Spelly lifted the trophy, 

winning the league and cup treble in the process.

The team went on a phenomenal 46 game 

unbeaten run in all competitions that season, 

beating teams in cup competitions from higher 

divisions such as Frimley Green, Staines Town (on 

pens), Walton Casuals, Wembley, and Epsom & 

Ewell (on pens). That unbeaten run finally came 

to an end on 7 May 2014 when they played 

Combined Counties Premier Division side 

Hanworth Villa in the Southern Combination Cup 

Final, losing 1–0. The game was played at home 

and marked the club's first ever game under the 

newly installed floodlights. The lads then suffered 

their second defeat of the season to the same 

opposition when the sides met again 3 days later 

in the Cherry Red Records Premier Challenge 

Cup Final, again losing 1–0.

The 2013–14 season was extremely successful 

for Spelthorne Sports. Winning two cup finals, 

and finishing runners-up in another two cup 

finals. However the biggest achievement by far 

was winning the league without losing a single 

game in the process. Winning 22, drawing 8, 

losing 0, scoring 92, and conceding 23.

Season 2014-2015 saw us in action in the 

Combined Counties Premier Division where we 

finished in a very respectful 6th position. Our first 

experience of the FA Vase occurred in September 

of this season with a win against Langford 

followed by another win against Risborough 

Rangers. 

Season 2015/16 saw our first appearance in the 

FA CUP with a 2-1 home win against Stotfold. We 

then travelled to Cogenhoe only to lose 3-0. The 

season continued with a change of management 

back under the control of Steve Flatman with 

support from Paul Burgess and Mark Harper. 

Season 2016/17 saw us off to a great start in the 

FA Cup beating CCL Winners Hartley Wintney 4-

3, only to fall at the next hurdle losing 2-3 at 

home to Andover Town. Season 2017/18 ended 

in us reaching our first Senior Cup Final against 

local rivals Hanworth Villa, only to narrowly lose 

3-2 on the day.

Season 2018/19 saw our best ever FA Cup runs 

and our highest Premier Division finish (6th 

place), having finished 8th, 9th, and 10th in our 

first 3.

Season 2019/20 will be remembered as the one 

that wasn’t! However, we shall remember it as 

being 2nd in the table with Mark Harper, Daren 

Bulman & Andy Viney at the helm. Following this, 

we again had to deal with the COVID pandemic, 

and another cut short season. That season saw a 

re-shuffle of step 5 leagues with Combined 

Counties now having North & South Premier 

Divisions. We are in the North Div and welcomed 

some new opponents to THE SPELLY!  We also 

welcomed Jason Tucker to the coaching team.
