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Balham Football Club was formed in 
2011 in order to provide player 
progression into open age football 
for the hugely talented, high 
achieving age group teams of 

Balham Blazers FC, which was founded by Greg 
Cruttwell in 2001. 

Having won back-to-back promotions in 2011/12 
and 2012/13 Balham did the league and cup 
double in the Surrey South Eastern Combination in 
2013/14. 

In 2014/15 Balham finished in a promotion 
position again, in the Surrey Elite Intermediate 
Football League, however promotion was denied 
due to Combined Counties League facility 
requirements not being met.

Having moved to ground share with Cobham FC, 
in order to meet the facility requirements, Balham 
finished as runners up in the SEIFL in 2015/16 and 
as a result were promoted to Division One of the 
Combined Counties League for the 2016/17 
season.

The club had an exceptional first league campaign 
at Step 6, finishing in a promotion position for the 
sixth consecutive season and winning the London 
Senior Trophy.

In 2017/18 the club had an equally exceptional 
season, finishing 5th at Step 5 in the Premier 
Division of the CCL and winning the London 

Senior Cup.

2021/22 will be the club’s fifth season at this level 
after flirting with relegation in 2018/19 and then 
having null and void seasons in 2019/20 and 
2020/21 due to COVID-19.

Having begun on Wimbledon Extension, before 
moving to Cobham and then to the Wibbandune 
Stadium, where the club ground shared with 
Colliers Wood Utd, Balham were on the move 
again in 2020, this time to the Mayfield Stadium, 
where the club has embarked on a two-year 
ground share agreement with AFC Croydon 
Athletic. Moving location meant having to move 
sideways in the Football League Pyramid, from the 
Premier Division of the CCL into the Premier 
Division of the SCEFL (South East Counties 
Football League)

After one single season in the SCEFL however, 
which was curtailed due to COVID-19, the FA 
brought Balham back to the Combined Counties 
League for the 2021/22 season, at the same level, 
in a newly formed Premier League South.

The 21/22 season we were back in the Combined 
Counties League Premier South – and great to 
play against some of the teams we have faced 
many times before as well as some new ones. 
Despite it being our second highest finish in the 
division, we couldn’t find consistency, there was a 
notable effort in the Surrey FA Senior Cup where

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The London County Council started to build 

Sheerwater Estate in 1948, for families that 

wanted to move out of London and start a new 

life in Surrey.  Around 1,380 houses were built at 

a cost of approximately £3 million.  This 

prompted a community spirit from the early days, 

and football being the number one sport came 

into effect when groups of men started having a 

kick around at the Sheerwater Recreation 

Ground, this led to friendly matches being 

arranged. Sheerwater Football Club was founded 

in 1958 by early members of the club, John 

French (also player) assisted by his wife Violet, 

Stan West, Ken May, Bill Hilleard, Herbert Taylor 

(also player), Syd Morris, Derrick Thomas, Colin 

McDermott, Dennis Hill (also player), Tom 

Coleman (secretary) and players John Murray, 

Micky Wedge, Chris Robinson, Jose Garcia, Tony 

Minchinton, Don Stevens, Michael French. 

Sheerwater joined the local Woking & District 

League adding newcomers Dennis King, Geoff 

Harrison, Lee Mason, John Rowse, Terry Jenkins, 

Jim Kelly, John Chamberlain, Tom & Doug Dillon, 

Mick Boot, John Cox, Don Wake, Derek Bloom, 

Tony Scamal, Ben Fuco along with school 

teachers Roy Rozier, John Hopper, & John Collin. 

We then progressed through the Divisions of the 

W&DL and obtained Intermediate status into the 

Surrey Intermediate (Western) League in the 

1967-68 season. The club then progressed to 

senior level, and were promoted to the Surrey 

Senior League for the 1972-73 season with a 

highest finish of 6th achieved in the 1974-75 

season.  In 1978 following the loss of clubs to the 

London Spartan League, Hampshire clubs were 

admitted to the Surrey Senior League with the 

title of the competition eventually becoming the 

Combined Counties League. In 1981-82 the 

League had reached 22 members, and as a 

consequence was split into East and West 

divisions. In a dreadful season with only one win 

and one draw the club finished bottom of the 

East division, 16 points behind Clarion and both 

Sheerwater and Clarion were relegated to the 

newly formed Surrey Premier league. 

In our first season in this new league we had a 

highest position of 5th in 1982-83. However in 

1984-85 we finished only above the bottom side 

Heath End Wanderers and another relegation 

followed.  Unfortunately the vacancy at the lower 

level was a position in the Surrey Intermediate 

(Eastern) Division. Fortunately after one season in 

the Eastern Division we were allowed to transfer 

to the Surrey Combination Premier Division for 

the 1986-87 season, but we were relegated at 

the end of the season. After twice finishing third, 

we were Champions of Division One in 1989-90 

and promoted to the Premier Division for 1990-

91, finishing in a mid-table position.  However in 

June 1991 The Surrey Combination and Surrey 

South Eastern Intermediate Leagues merged, but 

we were able to move sideways to the Surrey 

Intermediate (Western) League. 

This was only for one season as we achieved 

promotion back to the Surrey Premier League. 

Our stay was, however, for only one season as 

we finished above bottom club Ashtead, only on 

goal difference, and were relegated once more. 

Yet again this was only for one season. In 1994-

95 we were back in the Surrey Premier League 

and finished 9th.  After many discussions the 

Surrey Premier league became the first division of 

the Combined Counties league for the season 

2003-04.  The Sheers were Division One League 

winners in 2019-20 season and were promoted 

to the Premier Division whilst ground sharing 

with Woking FC for three seasons. 

The club moved into their new facility the 

Eastwood Leisure Centre for their opening match 

with Woking Football Club on Saturday July 24th 

2021. Sheerwater parted company with Manager

Sheers new management 

appointment for 2022-23 was John Comer who 

managed to keep the club in the Premier Division 

South despite the difficulties finishing in 16th 

position.

John Comer remained as manager for the start 

of season 2023-24 but was replaced in 

November 2023 by Gareth Price and David 

McHugh. In January 2024 managers Gareth Price 

& David McHugh were replaced by TJ Barbato & 

Sean Wallace to take over team affairs. The 

Sheers managed to avoid relegation in season 

2023-24 and  TJ Barbato & Sean Wallace 

remained in charge of Team Affairs for season 

2024-25.
