In 1887, two football clubs, the Albion and Rovers were in existence in Whitchurch. At a meeting on 
July 14th 1903, they amalgamated to form Whitchurch United. The club became known as the 
“Jam Boys” because of the Jam Factory in the town, long since closed. They took time to achieve 
their first success and had to wait 10 years before recording that successes by winning the Andover 
Tournaments in 1913 and 1914. and the Basingstoke Cup in 1914. 

However, the 1920's brought a decade of successes with wins in the Basingstoke Junior League in 
1925, the Basingstoke Cup in 1927, 1928 and 1929, and the North Hants Cup in 1927. In the mid 
1950's the club bought its own ground at Longmeadow and added a pavilion and changing rooms 
in 1959. In the same year, they entered the Hamp- shire League Division 3 and won promotion to 
Division 2 in 1990.

The Club won the Basingstoke Senior Cup in 1994 and 1997. After finishing as Hampshire League 
Division 2 champions in 1989/90, the club had two good seasons in division 1, finishing fourth in 
1990/91 and third in 1991/92. This allowed Whitchurch Utd to have a successful application to join 
the Jewson Wessex football League in 1992. After a tough inaugural season finishing 15th, the club 
had an even tougher season in 1993/94 when they finished in the dreaded drop spot and it was all 
the way back to Hampshire League football. A quick return to the Wessex League was planned and 
it was to prove successful. In 1996/97 Whitchurch became Basingstoke Senior Cup Winners.

The club continued to improve in the Wessex League and win the Hungerford Cup for two years 
running, 1998/99 and 1999/2000. In 2011 Whitchurch reached the 1st qualifying round of the FA 
Cup and won the Andover Open Cup. In 2012 Whitchurch reached the 2nd qualifying round of the 
FA Cup, being knocked out by Gloucester City in front of a crowd of 560. In 2014 Whitchurch were 
promoted to the Sydenham’s Wessex Premier Division.

After finishing in a relegation position in 2017 the club was relegated to Division One. In season 
2018/19 the club finished in 14th position.
The club competed in Division One again in season 2019/20. After completing 31 games the 
season was voided due to the Covid-19 pandemic. The club also reached the final of the North 
Hants Cup which was also voided.
The 2020 season was brought to an early close as the Coronavirus struck the country, due to the 
rate of infection the F.A. decision was to bring all football to an end.  All matches were made null & 
void and the season would not count. 
Season 2020-21 saw the lockdown eased clubs planed for the coming season. However due to 
increased infection numbers with only 11 games played a second lockdown was imposed. 
‘Whitchurch' stood at 17th place in the league on close. 

Season 2021/22 – Very much a season of up’s and downs The downs, knocked out of the RCC, 
WLC, NHSC and HSC in the first rounds. Up’s beat Calne Town in the 1st round of the FA Vase, then 
went on to beat Ash Utd at home.   Closed the season in 13th place.

Season 2022/23 - A season full of challenges, player injuries made fielding a consistent side 
difficult.  However, we also saw a number of our young players develop through the season. We 
saw success in the FA Vase as we held Moneyfields 2-2 in the 90 minutes and went on to win 4-3 
on penalties.  Unfortunately, we were knocked out in the next round by a very good side 
Broadbridge Heath.  We closed our campaign for 2023 in 17th Place.

    History of FRIMLEY GREEN FOOTBALL CLUB - Founded 1919
  
The club was founded in 1919 and currently play at Frimley Green Recreation Ground.
The present clubhouse was erected in 1972 when ‘The Green’ played in the London Spartan League and used a pitch on the 
lower part of the park with the changing rooms where the car park now is. A few years later a new pitch was laid adjacent to 
the clubhouse and changing rooms were added. The Reserve Team joined the Combined Counties League in 1979 and at the 
start of the 1981/82 season the First Team switched across and Floodlights were installed for the first time. The Club 
competed in the League for a period of 15 years, during which time they won the Dan Air Elite Cup and the Reserves won the 
Division One Challenge Cup.

In 1994 the club voluntarily dropped down into the Surrey Intermediate League (Western). After four seasons of consolidation 
the club joined the Surrey Premier League in 1999, after finishing Runners-up and winning the League Cup. Off the field new 
Floodlights were installed. A 3 year spell followed, in the renamed Surrey Senior League, which saw the club finish fourth, sixth 
and Runners –up and attain promotion back into the Combined Counties League where they have played since. Season 
2004-05 was the most successful to date, finishing in 15th Place with 58 points.

Season 2005-06 was very disappointing on the playing front but we managed to avoid finishing in a relegation position, 
however, were demoted on ‘ground grading’, to make way for 7 clubs from the old Ryman Division two. In the next 4 seasons 
in Division One we had mixed fortunes, finishing 6th at the end of season 2007/08 but then in season 2008/09 finished 3rd 
from bottom but had our most successful season ever in the FA Vase, reaching the third round and won an FA Cup match for 
the first time. In season 2009/10 we managed to finish high enough up the table to retain our FA Cup place but 2010/11 was 
a poor season. 2011/12 saw the appointment of Paul Miles and Ian Maynard mid-season and in 2012/13 we won the Division 
One title and won 3 FA Vase games along the way. In 2013/14 Paul and Ian left us and this led to a turbulent couple of 
seasons and relegation. 2015/16 saw another mid-table finish. During 2016/17 John Cook and Jamie Daltry took over and in 
2017/18 Roland Baker joined the coaching team. Season 2018/19 saw us finish second by 1 point to earn promotion and win 
the Division One cup, remaining unbeaten at home in the League all season. The 2019/20 and 2020/21 seasons were 
cancelled by Covid 19 but we did have good runs in both FA Cup and Vase, before the lockdowns. Season 2021/2022 saw a 
new management team of Nick Thumwood and Steve Brown in the CCFL Prem Division South where we finished 17th but 
reached the 3rd round of the FA Vase for only the second time in our history. Season 2022/23 we had a poor start and parted 
company with Nick and Steve with James Markham stepping up from the U23’s to run the first team but was unable to avoid 
relegation. For the 2023/24 season we appointed Kris Hatton for our first time in the Wessex League Division One. Last season 
was a struggle, but we did enough to avoid relegation and Kris Hatton has added Ricky Mallett and James Reeves to his team 
and brought in new faces and some returning old faces for the new campaign. We have reinstated the Reserves under Matt 
Moore and Rosan Rai in the Suburban League and Toby Harris and James Ferguson are running the U18’s in the Allied 
Counties League. Off the pitch James Markham has stepped up to role of Chairman with Mike Hills as Vice Chairman.
